Bestway Curbside Pick-up

1. 64 Gallon Toter with wheels- for regular trash (food, diapers, toys, food packaging, etc.)

2. 18 Gallon Recycling Bin- Single Stream items

In single stream recycling, recyclables are separated at the processing plant and not at your home.  This means that all recycling can be placed in a single container, separate from the trash container.  

Curbside pick-up on Monday morning.  Please have containers at the edge of the street by 7:00 AM

These recyclables are defined as:
a. Paper: newspaper, magazines, office paper, phone books, folders, brown bags, cardboard boxes, paperboard, shoe boxes, catalogs, books, beverage cartons, junk mail.

b. Glass: jars, bottles.

c. Metal: foil, pots & pans, empty aerosol cans, tin cans.

d. Plastic: any plastic

You may use a larger recycling container of your own.  Simply apply a Recycling Sticker to the container.  Stickers available at the Hebron Town Office (M-F 8:30 -12)
